· Definition of  “comparison” (AP definition)

· Theme of question

· Both regions mentioned

· Time period or timeframe included if given.

· Question expanded into 2-3 parts

· Specific broad similarities and differences mentioned in parentheses next to each expanded part

II. Body - 

· Part 1 Topic sentence

· Two Direct Comparisons between the regions  based on part 1 topic

· Evidence that explains specifics about each Direct Comparison

· Analyze WHY each direct comparison existed between the regions

III. Body - 

· Part 2 Topic sentence

· Two Direct Comparisons between the regions  based on part 2 topic

· Evidence that explains specifics about each Direct Comparison

· Analyze WHY each direct comparison existed between the regions

IV. Body - 

· Part 3 Topic sentence

· Two Direct Comparisons between the regions  based on part 1 topic

· Evidence that explains specifics about each Direct Comparison

· Analyze WHY each direct comparison existed between the regions
V. Conclusion

· Rewrite thesis using different wording and maybe expanding to include some summation of material.

SCORING 
· All checks get thesis point (1)

· 6 Direct Comparisons get point (1)

· Addresses both similarities and differences and both regions gets points (2). Only addresses one or other (1).

· Substantiates with at least 6 historical facts and details gets points (2). Only 4 gets (1).

· Analyzes WHY 3 Direct Comparisons existed between two regions gets point (1)
